1. Call to order

2. Introduction of members

3. Approval of agenda for January 25, 2012

4. Business Arising from Minutes
The Hydronics seminar being presented by CIPH was cancelled due to lack of registration.  This is the 2nd time that this seminar has been cancelled.  The question was raised that while the training is being requested, why are people not registering?  It was suggested that this seminar was more for residential use than commercial or industrial which is perhaps why they did not get sufficient interest.
5. Education

a.
CMCEF


We had a conference call with Tania Johnston from CMCET and Kevin Dougherty regarding future training for Service Technicians.  Kendra raised the possibility of having two ½ day sessions just for Technician, based on the curriculum from Growing and Developing Service Supervisors.  Kevin agreed that he could do this.  It was also suggested that he do an additional course, Field Based Project Management, while he was here.  It would save on air fare for one thing.  Betty will contact Tania and Kevin regarding availability.

b.
Technician Training.


After much discussion it was decided that we should canvass our Contractor members to see what additional training their Journeypersons could use – sort of a Post Journeyperson program.  There have been huge changes in the industry over the past decade.  Many Technicians would benefit from an upgrade course, covering systems overviews with the possible addition of boiler specific training. 

RRC might be the best resource for this, but they would need curriculum details.  They would have to be paid for development in addition to the tuition.  This might be a good use of our Seminar Subsidy.  We will need feedback from the other Mechanical Service Contractor members in order to determine what this training should look like.  Betty will survey the rest of the Service Contractor members.
6. Recruitment/marketing
We might be able to make better use of the Product and Service Guide with respect to factory trained Technicians.  This might also be of interest to Building Owners and Inspection Services.  This has to be explored in greater detail.
7. Industry Issues/government relations – open forum
Betty gave a brief update on the meeting January 12th with the Office of the Fire Commissioner and Department of Labour staff.  Brad Mason, Rob Thain and Betty attended this meeting at the Legislature to discuss ongoing inspection issues.  Brent Cohoe and Scott McFadyen from the Canadian Propane Association attended as well.  We spoke with David Schafer, A/Fire Commissioner and Victor Minenko, Executive Director of Research for Labour.  Several problem issues were presented along with some possible solutions.  The OFC is already working to improve their services.  They have hired two new inspectors and have bulletined for 3 more.  They are in the process of recruiting an engineer.  It was determined that a working committee be established comprised of DOL, OFC and industry.  We are hoping to have this committee meet the week of February 6th.  A mandate of this committee is to improve the lines of communications between inspectors and contractors and to recommend efficiencies to be put in place which will ensure smooth inspection services for the benefit of all parties.   This committee will also have input into the revision of the related Acts.  

8. New business
Betty asked if there were any volunteers from this group who might be interested in helping on the Social Committee with our upcoming Gala, our golf tournament and with the 2013 National Conference.  Wayne Budge indicated he would give it some thought.
Betty asked the group if they thought the combined MSCC/Assoc committee was worthwhile.  All agreed that it was.
